Meanwhile back at the ranch, at about 7 AM on Monday a
huge tree on our property crashed into our little guest house
and broke through the roof.

There was no question, we weren’t going to Lisbon. | can’t
go anywhere if WAMC is off the air. Our wonderful Pat
Cooney was the go-to guy. He was calling me every few
minutes with updates. Our remarkable new engineer, Bud
Williamson of Digital Radio Engineering, was working on
the problem 24/7 and within a day, we were back
broadcasting. Interestingly, we were able to keep all of our
other stations on the air and people in the Hudson Valley had
no problem with any of our signals down there. Ditto,
WAMQ in Great Barrington.

But the WAMC 90.3 signal covers a huge area, one of the
biggest in the Northeast, and the calls started pouring in to
the radio station. That meant good and bad news. The bad
news was that people were concerned, upset and in a very,
very few cases, annoyed. The good news was that once
again, the WAMC family proved itself to be a concerned,
caring community and the messages of support were
extraordinary. “You are our lifeline,” “I can’t live without
you,” “It’s like losing a friend,” “Is there anything we can do
to make this right?”, “Did you know that you are off the air?”

If there is one thing that we did learned from this unfortunate
series of events, it is that there is quite a bit of redundancy
here. In many areas, you can hear the station on more than
one frequency. Of course, there are those that cannot. Several
people called, or wrote to tell us that they were listening and
watching on the internet.

In the end, the top bays of our antenna were severely
damaged and have to be replaced. It now looks like the
heaters we have up there to melt the ice are failing and work
needs to be done on the electrical system. Ultimately, we will
have to replace the entire antenna on top of Mount Greylock
and that will cost a lot.

This business always keeps you on your toes. You never
know where the next hit is coming from. It could be
lightning. It could be flooding. In fact, it could be almost
anything. Let us remember that this is what fund drives are
for. We do them so that we can be ready for anything that
happens because something is always happening. Sometimes
even that is not enough. Bless you all for understanding and
for sticking with us. — A.C.
