Many of our 
brothers and sisters who made their living in the 
financial services industry have been put out of work. 
The not-for-profit community has suffered a body 
blow. They are laying people off, big time.

WAMC was born of adversity. Despite all the 
challenges, together we decided to make it happen and 
together we have kept it going. I just received a letter 
saying that the New York State Council for the Arts 
would be cutting back. That's one more piece of terrible 
news, not only for WAMC, which has submitted 
several major grant applications, but for all the arts 
organizations in the state. Our First Amendment Fund 
has suffered losses, as have all of the regional 
Community Foundations and other philanthropic 
organizations and our annual grant from New York 
State is under serious review. 

If we want to keep it all going, you will have to decide 
what WAMC is worth to you.  That should be easy. 
Every fund drive brings your testimony on the need for 
the station. This is truly where the rubber hits the road. 
I wish I could say that I didn't see it coming but I did, 
and I told you about it in this very space. 

Anything that you can do to assure the survival of the 
station will be appreciated by each of us in the 
extended WAMC community. If there is one thing this 
station has proven again and again, it is that we can 
keep the flame alive by banding together. We have 
never, ever, eschewed the smallest contribution while 
praying for the big ones. Here, everyone is welcome. 
Please do what you can. I know that you have done so 
much already but I hope that you share my passion for 
a radio station that is there with you every moment of 
the day and night. This is a station that has the guts to 
go where others will not venture; to hold things 
together and to offer hope when scoundrels of all 
stripes would rape the country of everything that has 
made it great. You know that we have been there for 
you and with you through the darkest personal and 
plitical crises. 

So please do what you can. You can reach us at 318

can put as large a donation as possible in the mail. We 
are facing some tremendous challenges and we will not 
be able to do it without you. We all thank you for 
anything you can do.
