As he stood there and told me that 35 years was enough; that
he wanted to travel and pursue his hobbies, | knew we were
cooked. I tried my best to argue him into staying but he
wasn’t to be deterred.

In every fund drive we go through this bit that we learned in
the Boy Scouts:

Alan: “Who will carry the mail to Red Gulch?”
David: “l will.”

Alan: “And who may you be?”

David: “Red Rider!

Alan: “Of the Purple Sage?!”

David: “The very same!”

Alan: “Father!”

David: “Son!”

Alan and David: “Da da-da da da!”

So what | want to know is this: “Who will carry the mail to
Red Gulch?” David Galletly is irreplaceable. We’ll try and
he’ll help us try. But deep down in my gut today, just as it
was the day he walked into my office, is the certainty that he
can’t be replaced. To too many of you he’s been invisible but
the truth is that he was always essential. One day, the Iron
Man didn’t show up at work. That was very unlike him. |
dispatched a team to his house and then we searched the
hospitals. He was at St. Peter’s. He needed an immediate gall
bladder operation. | ran over there and became his
interventionist. We got him through it and he told me in an
uncharacteristic sentimental manner that he would never
forget the fact that | had dropped what | was doing to help
out.

When his wonderful wife Micki passed there was a huge
turnout at the funeral. | don’t believe there was one person at
WAMC not in attendance for our Iron Man. So good luck
David, Red Rider, friend. Pursue your dreams and know that
the door is always open. You, more than anyone | know,
have made WAMC what it is. Now go carry the mail to Red
Gulch - A.C.
