that those jobs will be done well.

Answering a classified ad in the Albany Knickerbocker
News back in 1975 turned out to be one of the most
fateful decisions | have ever made. With the coming of
a new Community Service Grant by the Corporation for
Public Broadcasting, | was hired to begin WAMC’s
broadcast day at 6 AM each morning. This fulfilled the
requirement that the station have an 18 hour daily
schedule.

A few months later | was given the opportunity to
begin a noon time news program and in January of
1976 Midday Magazine was the result. | met a young
professor named Alan Chartock a couple of years later
with the debut of the Legislative Gazette radio program.

The collaboration with Alan grew and deepened as the
financial clouds grew stormy for WAMC and the
Albany Medical College resulting in the Save Our
Station fundraiser and ultimately the formation of a
new community based non-profit, educational
corporation named WAMC. This partnership has
resulted in what you hear and now see today.

There are too many people to thank and too many
stories to tell in this short space but I can not end
without at least a couple. First my heartfelt thanks to
Alan Chartock, for his vision of what public radio
could and should be and for entrusting me to carry that
out. We have shared so much that it is hard to think of
what this would have been without such a partnership.

I also have to thank my late wife Micki Nevett and my
daughter April who put up with the countless hours,
middle of the night calls, missed dinners, postponed
vacations and other interruptions that went along with
running a 24/7 operation and building it into today’s
network of stations. | regret that Micki did not live to
share this day.

What you hear is the result of the work of the greatest
and most dedicated staff in all of public radio. It has
been my privilege to work with them for three and a
half decades. Please continue to honor them
generously with your fund drive contributions.

Finally I want to thank you, our listeners and
supporters. Without you all of this would not be
possible and worse, pointless. You are the public in
public radio and serving you is the reason for all our
efforts.
