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amounts to be matched, the more exciting these 
contests become. On the other hand, there are times 
when it’s really quiet and someone will call with a 
$1,000 challenge and things really start happening. 
What we keep learning again and again is that our 
drives are community oriented and fun and that’s why 
so many people listen from beginning to end. We all 
put our backs to the wheel and that sense of 
accomplishment we feel as a group is almost spiritual.
           
Before each drive, when people ask me what we have 
planned, I always shrug my shoulders and worry. But 
something always happens.  On Thursday, I woke up 
with an emotional hangover. We had about $300,000 to 
go and I thought we would be there until the following 
Monday. I really did. What happened next was just 
incredible. David Galletly told me that Barack Obama 
had won the Nobel Peace Prize. So at 6:00 AM when I 
went on, I congratulated the President and mentioned 
that the right wing stations were already criticizing the 
prize, stating that the President didn't deserve it.  Then, 
maybe in reaction, so many of you called in with your 
comments. It started as a trickle and ended as deluge. 
You contributed substantially over $100,000 dollars 
that morning and the back of the drive was broken. It 
was all downhill from there.

As a premium,
we offered a collection of four CD's related to the new 
understanding of what large doses of vitamin D can do 
for those who don't have enough of the stuff in their 
system.
