that mountain climber who keeps going up and up. We never
want to look down. We have created one of the best, if not
the best, public radio facilities in the country. Is it perfect?
No, but we keep on trying to make it so. If you’ve listened to
public radio anywhere else | leave it to you to make that
decision.

I recently received a letter from someone who doesn’t like
The Roundtable. He’d rather hear a syndicated program
from NPR. The Roundtable is one of the best community
resources anywhere. Joe Donahue and Sarah LaDuke do a
phenomenal job. The Roundtable team interviews the very
best of our local community leaders, representatives of area
arts organizations, and the best authors in the world. The
program beats the hell out of anything else I’ve ever heard on
the radio. Where else are you going to hear that kind of
material? We play all of the NPR stuff on our HD 2 stream
that you can find online at WAMC.org or listen to if you
have an HD radio.

There will always be folks who just don’t get it. These are
the people who say, “You don’t need us, the government
gives you money." True, but very, very little — only about
10% of the over $6 million dollar price tag. There are others
who insist that they only listen in the car or only at home or
only in the mornings. All of you understand this is just not
fair. Why not? Because you end up paying for them.

You need to reach out every time you hear someone
say, "l heard that on WAMC," or "I heard that on NPR," and
say, "I’m sure that you’ve made a contribution,” or "'l just
sent mine in, have you given?" Be tactful, be kind, be
supportive but be there.

Recently | saw a woman’s dog deposit something on my
neighbor’s lawn. | didn’t have the guts to tell that lady she
should obey the law and do the right thing. | was wrong. |
should have spoken up. This kind of thing is never easy but |
tell you that this station will not make it if you are not there
to work just as hard as you can to bring it on home.

I guess it all comes down to how deeply you feel about this
unique enterprise. | recently met a woman in a store who
made me cry. She thanked me for everything she said that |
had done and then she said, "Don’t ever worry, Alan, we’ll
always be there to protect you and the station. Your
contribution has been immense but don’t think for a moment
that we won’t be there for you.” | was pretty taken with that.
I believe her. Please don’t wait to send something in. If you
have never contributed, we’ll welcome you with open arms.
If you can do more, please understand that I am not lying to
you when | tell you how serious this is. We mean it when we
say, "We can’t do this without you."
